When the


       bars are selected, sometimes there are "holes".  This may be easily remedied by 


       simply changing the size of the window.

	     * To install the "HSISRV" program run the program "Setup.exe".  


		* If you received diskettes this will be found  on Disk 1. 


		* If you downloaded the "NEWDEMO.ZIP" file from the internet,  


		  UNZIP to a subdirectory of your choice and run the "Setup.exe" file from


		  there.  


	    * The "Setup.exe" program will copy all the files required automatically.  If any


	        files already exist and have a newer date than the files being copied, you will


	        be asked if you want to KEEP your file.  It is suggested that you click YES.  If


	        you have any questions on this please call Probe Products - software engineering


	        division.


	    * To uninstall this program use the install/uninstall option in the control panel.

 2) Startup





	a) From the START menu in windows the setup program installed HSISRV under the 


	    PROGRAMS item "probeproducts"  unless you chose another at installation.


	    NOTE: The first time the program is run there will not be an "hsisrv.ini" file.  A message


	    box will inform you that the default values are being used.


	    * A menu bar will appear with the options: 


	       File, View, Zero, Master and Setup.


	    * A button bar appears under the menu for quick access to the following options: 


	       Reset, Zero, Master, Bars and Numbers.





	b) Setup data


	    * The file "hsisrv.ini" contains general setup information.  If no file exists default values 


	        will be set.  The "hsisrv.ini" file will be generated or updated when the program exits.


	        The setup information may be changed through the SETUP selection on the menu bar.


	    * The general setup information includes the following:


	        Maximum number of channels, LVDT's, analog, digital and strain inputs.


	        It also includes the number of decimals, scan time, ADC averaging, running average,


	        base address, firmware address and DDE enable status.


	     * The "hsisrv.ini" file may be viewed with any text editor such as Wordpad.


         


3) File option


    * This option allows for the manipulation of the files with the extension (.hsi).  These


        files contain information pertaining to the channel, group, LVDT and analog definitions,


        window positioning and general setup information as in the hsisrv.ini file.


    * The selections in this option are as follows:


        NEW -  Sets the filename to "new.hsi" and clears all data areas.


        OPEN - Allows the user to select an preexisting hsi file.


        SAVE - Saves the hsi file with the current filename.


        SAVE AS - Allows the user to select a new filename or use the current one and then saves 


                             the file.


        EXIT - Closes the window and ends the program.  Operates the same way the X at the top 


                     right corner of the window.  However, if the DDE option is in use the program


                     will notify you and ask if you wish to end the program.





4) View


    * This option allows the user to select the type of data to be viewed and which format to view


        it in, Number list or Bar Graphs. The Update option updates the display if selected, other wise


        it freezes the data displayed.


    * The selections in this option are as follows:


        Numbers, Bar Graphs, Group, Channels, LVDT, Analog, Update





5) Zero


    * This option allows the user to perform the zeroing operation by Channel or by Group


    * The selections in this option are as follows:


        Channels, Group





6) Master


    * This option allows the user to perform the mastering operation by Channel or by Group


    * The selections in this option are as follows:


        Channels, Group





7) Setup


    * The selections in this option are as follows:


        Channels, Group, LVDT, Analog, General, About


     * An option in the General setup menu allows for DDE links.  Check the box to enable it.





8) DDE (Dynamic Data Exchange) command in Excel


    * The DDE command in Excel to establish a link to the data in the HSI-24 program is as follows:


        =HSISRV|FormMain!'LabelChan(n)'


             where n would be the channel number desired (1..max channel number).


    * If the Excel program with DDE links is started and the HSI-24 program (hsisrv.exe)


        is not running then Excel will ask if you want to re-establish links.
